Guide for the PECS Questionnaire

1) Title of the project:

Separate questionnaires have to be filled for each of the planned projects. “Title” means the title of the ESA project or mission you would like to join – indicating only the field of project among ESA activities (like earth observation or telecom or navigation) is not enough. 

Information for the technology activities: please check the GSTP (General Support Technology Program) information on the ESA homepage! Also useful to read through the “Dossier 0” document received on the ESA workshop in October 2002!

2) Planned duration of the project:

Necessary to indicate the starting year! 2003 as starting year is possible in case of ongoing ESA programs or if according to the relevant ESA Program Declaration the procurement for the mentioned ESA project can start in 2003. If the starting of the ESA program is not yet known, just mention that it depends on the ESA side. 

3) Short description of the project (5-10 sentences):

Please focus on the scientific and technical content of the project, also mentioning the reasons why the planned project can be complementary to the indicated ESA project or mission. 

4) Budget calculation: 

Only the relevant line must be filled. If the applicant is only one institutional or industrial entity, fill the line dedicated to that type and the “total” line. According to the ESA classifications, two major groups of industrial entities exist:

· prime contractors

· non-primes

Non primes are defined as all companies and organizations with the exception of the major system-level integrators (Astrium, Alcatel, Alenia Spacio).

Among the non-primes, different types can exist, from which only the companies fulfilling the following definition can be considered as SME:

a) Definition of SME (according to the Recommendation of the European Commission 96/280/CE):

Small and medium-sized enterprises are defined as enterprises which:

· Have fewer than 250 employees, and

· Have either,

· An annual turnover not exceeding 40 million EURO, or

· An annual balance-sheet total not exceeding 27 million EURO,

· Conform to the criterion of independence as defined in paragraph2.

Independent enterprise are those which are not owned as to 25% or more of the capital or the voting rights by one enterprise, or jointly by several enterprises, falling outside the definition of an SME. This threshold may be exceeded in the following two cases:

· If the enterprise is held by public investment corporations, venture capital companies or institutional investors, provided no control is exercised either individually or jointly,

· If the capital is spread in such a way that it is not possible to determine by whom it is held and if the enterprise declares that it can legitimately presume that it is not owned as to 25% or more by one enterprise, or jointly by several enterprises, falling outside the definition of an SME.

b) Non-primes falling outside the definition of SME

Companies related to large space or non-space companies, or subsidiaries of large space or non-space companies.
